It
offers an extensive range of shopping, dining
and leisure facilities, including Fremlin Walk
and The Mall shopping centres, a variety of
restaurants and cafés, a multiplex cinema,
and cultural attractions such as the Hazlitt
Theatre and Maidstone Museum. The town is
also well served by highly regarded primary
and secondary schools, alongside further
and higher education institutions including
MidKent College and University for the
Creative Arts.

Situated in Allington, the property is
conveniently positioned with a bus stop just
a few steps away, providing easy access to
Maidstone town centre. Barming station also
offers direct links to London, making this an
ideal choice for commuters.

The apartment's front door opens into a
spacious hallway with a window overlooking
the front aspect. To the left is a well-
appointed family bathroom and a useful
storage cupboard.

The hallway flows through to the impressive
dual-aspect open-plan living room, which
spans the full width of the apartment and has
been thoughtfully designed to create distinct
areas for dining and relaxation. The dining
area opens onto the south-facing balcony,
enjoying a pleasant outlook to the front.

The adjacent kitchen features a range of fitted
cabinetry incorporating an oven, gas hob,
and extractor hood.

There are two double bedrooms, including
a principal suite with fitted wardrobes and a
stylish en-suite shower room.

Built in 2019 to an exceptional standard,

the property places emphasis on energy
efficiency, with high levels of insulation, high-
performance double glazing, and zoned gas
central heating, resulting in an impressive EPC
rating of B.
